Host Assessment (Notes for Assessor)
· Is it evident that all household members have been adequately consulted and understand the implications of hosting? 

· Hygiene issues- evidence of excessive order or regimentation?  

· Smoke alarms?
·  Excessive damp? 
· Unsafe electrics?

· How would guest get out of the house? – E.g. if bedroom is in basement or loft? 

· Awareness of potential cultural issues?

· Discuss life experiences that may evidence potential cultural issues.
·  How will they cope with unpredictability? 
· Potential impacts on children in the house considered?

· Family, friends, membership of church or other faith or community group.  Are others aware of their application? What support could they potentially offer?

· Dietary requirements? 
· Smoking?

· Are there issues in applicants’ own personal that require sensitivity in making placements? histories (e.g. loss or abuse)

· Evidence of prejudices?

· Skills or experience that might enable hosts to take guests with specific needs, or that might enable them to support other hosts?

· Understanding of issues surrounding confidentiality; health issues (including among other household members). 
· Training needs identified?
