This document does not represent a contract. It seeks to record the respective expectations of both the Project and the host.

The Hosting Project agrees to:

· Not knowingly withhold any information about guests/potential guests that would put the host or any member of their household at significant risk.

· Regularly review all placements made.

· Offer regular ongoing training and support to hosts.

· Provide an ‘on call’ mobile phone number for out-of-hours support.

· Provide information to hosts of other local and national sources of information and support.

· Regularly visit hosts at their home to monitor progress of placements.

· Facilitate regular meetings where hosts may, as a group, discuss issues, share views and receive mutual support.

· Abide by all current Ipswich Town of Sanctuary Hosting Project policies and procedures.

The Host agrees to: 

· Respect the dignity and individuality of each guest, and to be sensitive to their cultural and religious needs.
· Request additional information on any referred guest (beyond that provided in the referral process) that they may feel is necessary before accepting a new placement, and to refuse to accept any referrals which they have any significant concerns.

· Provide the guest with a bedroom of their own, adequately furnished and in a safe condition.

· Inform the Hosting Project and each guest of any potential health and safety hazards in the home of which they are aware.
· Inform the Hosting Project of any concerns they have regarding their own, or other family members’, or their guest’s health and safety.

· Keep the project coordinator informed of all significant developments relating to each guest – for example disappearance, arrest, accident or serious illness.
· Abide by all current Ipswich Town of Sanctuary Hosting Project policies relevant to the hosting role.

· Not act as an official representative of Ipswich Town of Sanctuary Hosting Project without the prior express agreement of the Chair of the Ipswich Town of Sanctuary Hosting Project Executive or a nominated deputy.

· Allow the project coordinator to periodically visit their home to meet with the guest and themselves.
· Give the Hosting Project as much notice as possible of their intention to withdraw from the project, or terminate a placement. This does not override the Project’s understanding that a host will immediately terminate a placement if they have serious concerns, or if their own personal circumstances require it.
