City of Sanctuary is a national movement which seeks to build a culture of welcome and hospitality for people who have come to the UK seeking safety. It aims to create a network of towns and cities that are proud to be places of safety and which welcome people seeking sanctuary into the life of their communities.
In Hull our group aims to encourage such a network of people and organisations that share this goal – to make Hull a welcoming and open place for those who have fled from persecution and trauma and are seeking sanctuary.

“Sanctuary” is an ancient value meaning a place where people who are fleeing from persecution can feel safe, secure, and welcome. 
We recognise that asylum seekers and refugees come to us seeking safety from persecution or other trauma. We are sure they have a positive contribution to make to Hull and its neighbouring communities, and we are committed to helping them to rebuild their lives.
