TWO FACED BRITAIN by Penny Walker 
This playlet is performed by two people. Preferably a member of the host community and an asylum seeker or refugee. They stand back to back on the stage with one facing the audience and the other facing away to the back of the stage. They rotate towards the audience as they take turns to say the lines in the script.

I am the face of Britain which believes in human rights for everybody. We signed the Geneva Convention and support refugees. Refugees can come to our country.

I am the face of Britain which will do everything it can to keep refugees out of our country. Unless you can get hold of a visitor’s visa you will have to get into the country illegally - with false papers or hidden on a lorry.  If you do come by lorry we will make the lorry company pay a heavy fine even though they didn't know you were there.

I am the face of Britain which believes in human rights and will support you through the asylum system should you manage to get into the country and ask for asylum.

I am the face of Britain which will do everything it can to make it difficult for asylum seekers. We might detain you, we will only allow you four hours of legal support, we will not believe your story unless there is overwhelming evidence to support it.

I am the face of Britain which believes in human rights and fights wars to protect human rights.

I am the face of Britain which turns its back on people fleeing those wars we fight in countries like Afghanistan and Iraq.

I am the face of Britain which believes in human rights and the Universal Declaration of human rights including the right to work and the right to family life.

I am the face of Britain which will imprison people who dare to work without permission and we will make it very very difficult for you to bring your family here even when we have given you permission to stay here.

I am the face of Britain which believes in human rights and tells the world this.

I am the other face of Britain.
